When the rains come this area retains the water for weeks on e
creating a hot bed for mosquitoes. A gang called the Goat dominates this area. They are fierce ar
conscience. You could change the name from Souterre to misery and it would be the same.

We have developed many relationships here and spent many mission hours serving this communi
The people are rugged yet loving.

The blessing to being poor is that very few tin shacks collapsed during the earth quake in January.
